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| MESSAGE TO DELEGATES

rty's Annual General Meeting 2008,

Allow me to share with you historical and recent events affecting our party. This can
hopefully help us to put into perspective the decisions that we need to make going
forward.

On 10th May 1969, the MCA won 13 out of the 33 Parliamentary seats it contested,
The Party also lost the Penang state government. On 12th May, the Central Committee
decided that the election results was a clear indication that the electorate rejected the
party's role in government, and voled to stay out of government bul remained in the
Alliance/ Barisan Nasional coalition. The Party served notice on 12th May, but re-joined
on 20th May owing to numerous requests from the community guilds, associations and
the general public.

The 1969 General Election was considered the single most devastating
indictment by the electorate against the MCA.

On 8th March 2008, we won 15 out of the 40 Parliamentary seats contested. The
Party lost in all the 10 state seats contested in Penang

Percentage wise, we won 37.5% this year against the 39.4% in 1969 for the
Parliamentary contest. In terms of the presence of ethnic Chinese state assemblymen,
there are currently 77 of them (excluding Gerakan) representing the Opposition, against
31 representing MCA.

At this crucial moment, we need to re-construct MCA to regain trust from the
electorate, especially amongst the Chinese voters. As such, my fellow central
delegates, this party election is not solely about selecting the Party leadership. It
is about determining the future of MCA and the Chinese community in
Malaysia.
